Minor Millets Enhanced Incomes, Empowerment
and Nutrition in Farming Committee

Minor millets comprise a group of cereal species
that are genetically diverse and adapted to a range of
marginal growing conditions where major cereals
such as wheat, sorghum, and maize are relatively
unsuccessful. Millets require few inputs and withstand
severe biotic and abiotic stresses. They are also more
nutritious than major cereals. Despite these
advantages, neglect in several arenas has resulted in a
steady decline in the cultivation of minor millets in
Belagavi district over the past few decades.

In the context, ICAR BIRDS Krishi Vigyan Kendra
Tukkanatti Belagavi-1, is successful established six
minor millets crop capteria in six locations of Belagavi
district and one in KVK farm for KVK visitors and also
sources for surrounding minor millets growing areas
farmers. Popularizing the high yielding varieties,
modern technologies awareness and value addition in
millets growing areas.However, the use enhancement
of millets also represents an interesting opportunity to
contribute filling the yield gap in food that the world is
suffering from.

We undertook action research intended to stem
the decline in cultivation and enhance the
conservation and use of minor millets 6 capteria units
established and spread across 16 villages in three
taluks of Belagavi district. Our aim was to improve
incomes, nutritional status, and empowerment,

especially for women. Overall, our holistic approach to
main streaming species such as finger millet, little
millet, foxtail millet, and barnyard millet indicates that
these neglected and underutilized species can play a
strategic role in improving many dimensions of
livelihoods. We have organized training cum
awareness programmes, method demonstrations,
scientific field visits and two field day during Kharif
season 2023.

A Millet Entrepreneur Initial situation

Smt. Iravva Mathapati resides in a farmhouse at
Mudakavi village. She, along with her husband use to
cultivate bajra, jowar and groundnut crops and was
getting low farm income. It was difficult for them to
meet the family expenditure with three sons and their
wives.

The quest

KVK trained Smt. Iravva Mathapati and her
daughters-in-laws for preparation of millet biscuits.
Under the entrepreneurship development
programme KVK standardized millet biscuits and
provided oven and trays to start the millet biscuit
enterprise. Besides this, KVK facilitated the branding
of biscuits in the name of Millet bite (foxtail millet),
Millet Delight (little millet) and Millet Crunch (finger
millet) and also obtained FSSAI license for sale of
milletbiscuits.

After obtaining all the inputs from the KVK, she
has established a small bakery unit at her processing
unit. For production of biscuits, she purchased dough
kneader and commercial scale oven. Everyday she
produces around 200-300 biscuits and pack them in a
box. They sell these biscuits to wholesalers, retailers
and consumers directly. They have provided
employment for four women along with family
members. She is being invited by line departments to
act as resource person to motivate other self help
groups. She has been awarded with Krsihi Pandit,
Shreshta Krishi Mahile and DD Mahila Kisan for her
entrepreneurship activity.

KVK Mattikopp has trained Smt. Manjula
Hiremath, an entrepreneur, who prepares rotti of
sorghum and bajra. She is engaged in preparation of
1000 rotties / day on eve of Makara Sankranti festival.
Apart from the festival orders she has bulk orders for
Marriages/ Social functions. In earlier years she had
pedal operated rotti making machine, wherein she
used to produce only 200-300 rotties per day. Due to
continuously pedalling of the machine she has faced
health related issue. Thereafter, she was instructed to
purchase automatic rotti making unit along with a
kneader. This rotti making machine is solar operated
and she can operate the machine throughout the day
without the problem of electric cut. After the
installation of this automatic rotti making machine she
produces every day around 1000 rotties and also
supply to hotels/restaurants too. She has employed 3
women to make rotties daily. She produces around
60,000 to 80,000 rotties every year during peak
season time from October to June with turnover of
Rs.4.001akhs/year.

Rich in Heritage, Full Potential

Millets are the staple crops of the semiarid
tropics, as other food crops cannot be cultivated in that
terrain due to low rainfall and poor soil fertility. They
also have higher nutrient content compared to major
cereal crops and ensure food and nutrition security.
Further, millets are tolerant to drought and other
extreme weather conditions and hence are endemic to
such geographies. With growing concerns of life style
diseases coupled with 'refined' diet culture, the
modern consumers are slowly, but increasingly
looking at the nutrient rich millets as a suitable
alternative to wheat and rice. With the COVID -19,
momentum picked up and both the urban and rural
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consumers are choosing millets for improving their
nutrition & strengthening their immunity.

In order to encourage production and
consumption of millets, Government of India notified
millets as Nutri-Cereals in April, 2018, which includes
Sorghum (Jowar), Pearl Millet (Bajra), Finger Millet
(Ragi/Mandua) & Minor Millets namely; Foxtail Millet
(Kangani / Kakun), Proso Millet (Cheena), Kodo Millet
(Kodo), Barnyard Millet (Sawa / Sanwa / Jhangora),
Little Millet (Kutki) and two Pseudo -millets viz
Buckwheat (Kuttu) and Amaranthus (Chaulai). To
create domestic and global demand and to provide
nutritional food to the people, Government of India
had proposed to the United Nations for declaring 2023
as International Year of Millets (IYoM - 2023).The
proposal of India was supported by 72 countries and
United Nation's General Assembly (UNGA) declared
2023 as International Year of Millets on 5th March,
2021. This led to the Hon'ble Union Finance Minister
making a Budget announcement on 1st February 2022
: "2023 has been announced as the International Year
of Millets.

Idukki district has a small portion as millet
producing area exclusively with Finger millet. So ICAR
- Krishi Vigyan Kendra to popularize the International
Millet Year 2023provided Bio-fortified varieties of
Finger millet, Agronomic cultivation aspects, trainings
and field visits to the growing areas in order to
enhance domestic consumption and branding of millet
products nationally and internationally"”.

The word Kudumbashree
means 'Prosperity of the family'.The State Poverty
Eradication Mission (SPEM), popularly known as the
Kudumbashree Mission is the State government's
instrument for poverty eradication under the Local
Self-Government Department.

In Kerala one of the major reasons for the
farmers to refrain from Agriculture is higher wages of
labourers and poor quality of work. Reduction in
labour cost by adoption of cost effective locally
adoptable farm mechanization is need of the hour
Benefits of mechanization which have attracted the
attention of farmers are timely operation, higher field
efficiencies, higher productivities and reduction in
human drudgery. Kudumbashree Mission of Kollam
district contacted us to conduct small scale farm
machinery training to their members to develop the
technical skill of members in operation and
maintenance of farm machinery. Accordingly 5
different groups comprising of different blocks were
selected and the list was given by Kudumbashree
mission to KVK, Kollam.

Launching of eight new millet products viz. Sprouted
Finger Millet, Jowar and Bajra, Finger Millet Laddoo,
Jowar Peda, Multimillet Pasta, Instant Millet Payasam
Kit and Blended Millet Breakfast Kit and also set up a
permanent millet display at KVK-Greenshop and KVK
Entrepreneur Support Centre. To mark the
celebration, introduced processing method for
sprouting of millets for enhanced bio-availability of
nutrients in order to support malnourished patients
with chronic ailments, conducted Method
demonstrations of millet products in 3 Nutri-Smart

practical knowledge and skills to the farmers, Villages to augment millet utilization among rural
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women and children. KVK also organized four millet
exhibitions to create awareness on the scope for value
addition of millets. IYoM celebration also paved way
for establishing school millet garden at MTSSUP
School, Majadi with the support of KVK.
Entrepreneurship Development Programme on Value
Addition of millets with emphasis to blended
breakfast foods and Nutri-food products also formed
the part of celebration. The year 2023 being the
international year of Millets, a millet recipe and a
poster competition for school students was also held
as partof World Food Day 2023.

Spreading the Magic of Millets through
Awareness Creation and Training Programmes

In the year 2023, more than 21 training sessions
were conducted by KVK Thrissur on campus and off
campus covering around 560 beneficiaries. As climate
resilient nutraceutical crops, millets are receiving
great attention from people in all walks of life. Schools,

NGOs, women groups and farmers are showing
unprecedented interest in cultivating these crops as
well as to try a hand in their value addition prospects.
As apart of on-farm trials of KVK, seeds of HYVs of Ragi
were also distributed among the farmers and women
groups of the district. As 2023 is celebrated as World
Millet year, the local self-government department
along with line departments are conducting at least
one initiative in each panchayat under millet
cultivation giving importance to area expansion and
fallow land cultivation. In various exhibitions
conducted as a part of different programmes, KVK
Thrissur also took special interest in displaying live
specimens of millet crops and value added products to
create awareness among the public. Total we have
conducted 21 trainings and 560 farmers / farmwomen
were trained on the occasion of International Year of
Millet.

Skill Enhancement of Vocational
Higher Secondary (VHSC) Students Through on
the Job Traning (OJT) Programmes

On the Job Training Programmes (O]T) for the
VHSE students is a mandatory exercise conducted in
collaboration with KAU and the Directorate of
Vocational Higher Secondary Education, Kerala. This
programme envisages to upgrade and hone the job
roles already acquired by the students in class rooms
providing a practical field level exposure. This year's
OJT was conducted at KVK Thrissur from 4 thto 11th
January 2024 for 105 students covering four schools in
connection with two relevant courses - Organic
grower and Vegetable grower. As a part of “Organic
grower” training, practical sessions on land
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preparation, field lay out, mulching and planting
operations along with preparation of organic
fertilisers, organic pesticides and liquid organic
fertilisers were demonstrated to students. Classes on
Zero budget natural farming, NSOP, Harvesting,
processing, packing, labelling, Organic Certification
were conducted by eminent resource persons of KAU
and INDOCERT. Topics like major pest and diseases in
vegetable crops, vegetable seedling grafting, precision
agriculture, aquaponics, hydroponics, vertical
farming, irrigation techniques, nutritional garden,
harvestindices, post-harvest handling of vegetables as
well as value addition were covered under “ Vegetable
grower" course .Practical sessions on aquaponics ,
laying out and planting of nutritional gardens were
also done which were appreciated by all the students.
Field trips were conducted to the vegetable farms as
well as to the nearby research stations. Almost every
day, students were given individual and group
practical activities and continuous evaluation was
done. Classes on maintaining safe and healthy
standards at the work place were also conducted.
Special classes on communication skill development
were also carried out by the resource persons of KVK.
An experience sharing session for the students and
teachers was also adjusted along with a valedictory
session. Certificates collected from Central Training
Institute, KAU were also duly signed and distributed
among the students.

Role of Popularizing Millets

The year 2023 marked the initiation of millet
cultivation and value addition, owing to the
recognition of its immense potential and health
benefits for the generation, as part of the
"International Year of Millets". ICAR KVK
Mitraniketanhas been working with a clear vision for
the betterment of society, including farmers, rural
youths, and extension personnel, since its inception in
1979. The KVK organized a plethora of activities this
year, ranging from awareness programmes,
workshops, seminars, trainings, and lectures for
various groups,including school teachers, eco-clubs,
school students, nursing students, NSS volunteers,
charitable institutions, farmers, and farm women.
These programmes were aimed at equipping
participants with an understanding of the importance
of millet cultivation in addressing the problems
related to water shortage and climate change.

The KVK worked in close association with the
Agriculture Development and Farmers Welfare
Department, ATMA, Millet Mission, and theEducation
Department. KVK conducted a session on millet
cultivation for district coordinators of the Millet
Mission in Thiruvananthapuram district and
distributed seed kits with major millets to the
coordinators. KVK also participated in Kisan Melas
and exhibitions in schools, engineering colleges, and
ICAR-CTCRI to popularize millets. The Agricultural
Minister and the Education and Labour Minister were
present at the seminar organized in connection with
Kisan Mela on 09.10.2023 at Thiruvallam. Smt. Jyothi
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Rachel Varghese (SMS Agronomy) was the resource
person for similar flagship programmes at Poovachal,
Vellanad, Neyattinkara, Andoorkonam, Kulathoor; etc.

Two hundred and five selected teachers from all
government schools of Thiruvananthapuram district
participated in a programme at Attingal, KVK also
arranged exhibitions on campus to provide an
opportunity for curious minds to learn more about
millets. KVK had the privilege of initiating cultivation
through on-campus, off-campus, and sponsored
training programmes and encouraged many farmers
to cultivate millets in homesteads, terraces, grow bags,
wastelands, and cultivable land by trapping maximum
sunlight.

Dr Khader Vali, the Millet Man of India, visited
Thiruvananthapuram to deliver a talk on millets in
connection with a programme arranged by the Millet
Mission, Kerala and shared his valuable insights with
the attendees. KVK experts conducted field visits to
monitor the cultivation and value addition of millets.
An assessment of different varieties of finger millets
from the Indian Institute of Millet Research, UAS
Bengaluru, and UAS Dharwad is under cultivation in
different places inthe Thiruvananthapuram district.

KVK played an important role in adopting a
new lifestyle with millets. Scientific knowledge on
cultivation practice and value addition was
provided through ICAR - KVK, Mitraniketan -
Thiruvananthapuram. People from various socio -
economic status are aware of different health benefits
which encourage them to eat millets.

One day training/ awareness programme was
conducted by KVK Wayanadon milk and milk products
for farm women. In this event, classes were lead by Dr.

Topics on nutritive importance of milk and its value
addition were covered. There was an active
participation of 23 farm women in the event.

Training on New Trends in
Processing and Value Addition

KVK Wayanad conducted one day training on
processing and value addition in association with Agri
Business Incubator, Thrissurat KVK Training hall. The
classes were lead by Dr. K.P. Sudheer, Professor & Head,
Department of Agricultural Engineering, College of
Agriculture, Vellanikkara. Dr. Safia N.E, Senior Scientist
and Head, KVK Wayanad welcomed the gathering.
Topics on New trends in processing and value addition
were covered in detail. Around 34 women farmers
actively participated in the event who are the
members of self help group which got fund support
from ABL.
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International Year of Millets - Recipe Contest

KVK Wayanad celebrated International Year of
Millets by conducting a recipe contest on several value
added products of millets. Smt. Ashitha M.R., Assistant
Professor, KVK Wayanad, welcomed the gathering. The
contest was inaugurated by Ambalavayal Grama
Panchayath President Smt. Hafsath C.K. Dr. Safia N.E,
Senior Scientist and Head KVK Wayanad, presided
over the event. Around 23 women team was there who
participated in the recipe contest with their various
dishes on millets. Prizes and -certificates were
distributed for the winners who participated in the
event.
